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Lay Summary:

In a multiple baseline across participants, Lavie and Sturmey (2002) implemented a training package to successfully teach 3 staff members to conduct the PS preference assessment with children with autism spectrum disorders (ASDs). Training consisted of a combination of: (1) a description of the target skills being trained; (2) a behaviour checklist; (3) a description of the items on the behaviour checklist; (4) video modeling; (5) observation of a participant conducting an assessment with a child with ASDs; (6) feedback from the instructor; and (7) repetition of items 4 to 6 if necessary. All three participants demonstrated near 100% accuracy after approximately 80 minutes of training.
