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Background: This paper reviews the research related to the co-occurrence of other psychopathology diagnoses with autism spectrum disorders (ASDs). The authors note there have been reviews for other disorders of childhood, but disorders co-morbid with ASD have not been scrutinized the same way. 
Method and Results: The authors review the literature surrounding co-morbid diagnoses in the following categories, mood disorders, anxiety disorders, and psychosis. They also discuss the core symptoms of ASD as they are relevant to identifying separate disorders, and the importance of assessment tools in identifying secondary disorders. 
Conclusions: The authors conclude that co-morbid mood and anxiety disorders have been reported in children with ASD for the last three decades. However, systematic research on assessment and intervention for these populations has not followed; therefore the authors recommend future research in this area.
